George Washington’s Letter to the Passamaquoddy Tribe

Brothers of Passamaquodia,

I am glad to hear by Major Shaw, that you accepted the chain of friendship which I sent you last February from Cambridge, and that you are determined to keep it bright and unbroken………………

Brothers, I have a piece of news to tell you which I hope you will attend to. Our enemy, the King of Great Britain, endeavored to stir up all the Indians from Canada to South Carolina against us. But our Brethren of the Six nations & their allies the Shawnees & the Delaware’s would not harkens to the advice of his messengers sent among them, but kept fast hold of the covenant chain. The Cherokees & Southern Tribes were foolish enough to listen to them and take up the hatchet against us. Upon this our warriors went into their country, burnt their houses, destroyed their corn and obliged them to sue for peace and to give hostages for their future good behavior. 

Now Brothers never let the King’s wicked counselor turn your hearts against me and your brethren of this country, but bear in mind what I told you last February and what I tell you now. In token of my friendship I send you this from my army on the banks of the Great River Delaware, this 24th day of December, 1776.
